Dr. Rosa Isabel SIERRA-AMOR is a clinical bio-
chemist, with MSc and PhD degrees in physiolo-
gy sciences from the Autonomous University of
México, UNAM. She did a fellowship in biochem-
istry at the Department of Endocrinology and
Metabolism, Jewish Hospital and Washington
University School of Medicine in St. Louis, Mo.,
USA (1982) and a postgraduate course in clinical
chemistry at the University of Reading, England
(1986). From 1980 to 1990, she worked as Head
of the laboratory, Nephrology and Mineral
Metabolism Department, National Institute of
Medical Sciences and Nutrition SZ in Mexico
City; from 1990-2003, she was invited to direct
the Bone and Mineral Metabolism Research

Laboratory at the Division of Neonatology,
Department of Pediatrics, University of
Cincinnati, and Children’s Hospital Medical
Center in Cincinnati, Oh., USA. Since 2004 she
is board member of Laboratory LAQUIMS, S.C.
