Since the outbreak of the Coronavirus disease

However, due to the rapid accumulation 
of this enormous amount of patient data, we 
need to raise the questions where we are now 
and where we should be heading?

We would like to offer some new insights into 
the usefulness of routinely available and novel 
laboratory biomarkers in the still demanding 
COVID-19 as well as for monitoring of vacci-
nation with an eJIFCC issue dedicated to this 
disease. We invite you to submit a paper on 
“Laboratory aspects of COVID-19 disease” to 
be published in this thematic issue. Submitted 
papers will be peer-reviewed according to the 
regular procedure of the eJIFCC Journal.
